HAVE THE TIME OF YOUR LIFE

Just what time is it for you? Are you gettiaug education? Getting a job? Getting married?
Having a baby? Raising kids? Paying for College catlans? Retiring? Caring for
grandchildren? All of these are important time®of lives and usually are the best of times. But
there are other times in our lives that aren’t seimfun. Losing a job? Getting sick? Recovering
from illness? Undergoing physical therapy? Caring dged parents? Being diagnosed with
cancer? Suffering? What about dying? This will @aually be a time in our lives for all of us.

The Bible doesn't fail to address this concefpthe times of our lives. We are probably all
familiar with the famous passage in Ecclesiast&s33:

“For everything there is a season, and a time fergwmatter under heaven.

A time to be born, and a time to die;

A time to plant, and a time to pluck up what esnpéd.
A time to kill, and a time to heal;

A time to break down, and a time to build up;

A time to weep, and a time to laugh;

A time to mourn, and a time to dance;

A time to throw away stones, and a time to gasi@nes together;
A time to embrace, and a time to refrain from eswbrg;
A time to seek, and a time to lose;

A time to keep, and a time to throw away;

A time to tear, and a time to sew;

A time to keep silence, and a time to speak;

purpose.” (Romans 8:28) “Cast all your anxiety bim, because he cares for you.” (1 Peter
5:7)

We must respond to this love and care by ntpkim the center of our lives. And a miracle
will happen, for then the time of our lives will k& good time no matter what we are
experiencing. Then we can do what Paul tells Rejdice always, pray without ceasing, give
thanks in all circumstances for this is the will@bd in Christ Jesus for you.” (1 Thessalonians
